Guild President Danielle Morgan called the meeting, held at

Attendees were -  Libby Lowe, Lynda Smith, Olwynne Cramp-
ton, Melinda Fulkerson, Danielle Morgan , Rose Archer, Bar-
bara Cutler, Dee Williams, Lila Scott, Jan Cunningham, Nancy 
Hutchison, Robin Meyer, Suzanne Blair Bowyer, and Pam Cor-
nutt.                          
  
Quilt Show:  Robin Meyer, 2009 Quilt Show Chair, reported 
that there is a possibility that the projected $9,000 to $10,000 
in projected profits from the 2009 Quilt Show is in jeopardy.   
Sponsors and program advertisements are not at the level 
they have been in the past and the rental of the Civic Center 
is more than was budgeted.   Robin and Carolyn Powers, 
Show Treasurer, will review the existing show budget and 
make adjustments based on current information.     
 

Robin also stated that the Quilt Show budget reflects a per-
centage of profits from the Small Quilts Auction going to char-
ity.    The Georgia Quilt Museum has been the recipient of this 
donation in the past.    A suggestion was made that this year 
the Guild use the money to purchase sewing machines for a 
shelter.   Nancy Hutchison will look into this and report back 
to the Show Committee. 
 

Programs:   Pam Cornutt would like to purchase a screen for 

class/guild use.    Jan Cunningham will verify whether the

or in the Guild storage facility.   Robin Meyer has a screen 
that may be usable and will check on the condition of her 
screen.   Jan Cunningham stated that the screen at Chastain 
Community Bible Church could be used by the Guild on occa-
sion.  The discussion was tabled until the July 9th Executive 
Committee meeting.   
 

Pam also asked for input in booking of Guild speakers in 2011.   
January 2011 has been booked and after discussion, the con-
sensus was that Pam should book one more speaker for 2011 
with the remainder of the speakers to be booked by the in-
coming 2010 Program Chairman.  Nancy Hutchison asked 
about the possibility of Board members being offered one 
free workshop a year based on space availability in the work-
shop.   Pam stated that she often gets last minute calls from 
people wanting to attend the workshops.   The break-even 
point on workshops is at 17-19 people in the Thursday as well 
as the Saturday workshops.   Following group discussion, con-
sensus was that free workshops for Board members would 
not be offered. 
 

Membership:   Current Guild membership is 222 with all but 
73 of the 2009 Directories having been picked up.   Raffle tick-
ets for members to sell are included in the directory pack-
ages.   Mailing the 73 directory packages without the raffle 
tickets will cost $126.29 in postage; including the raffle tickets 
will cost $131.29.    Consensus was to mail the packages with 
the raffle tickets included. 
 

Dee Williams presented the possibility of the Membership 
Chairman sending the 2010 Guild Directory to members via 
email rather than having copies printed for distribution. This 
was tabled for now pending investigation of logistics of put-
ting the electronic distribution into place.   
 

Door Prizes:  Melinda Fulkerson expressed concern that in-
come from door prize sales has decreased but expenditures 
for the prizes is staying high.  The group did not feel it was 
worthwhile to purchase several small items for the door 
prizes and consensus was to discontinue door prize offerings 
until the September Guild meeting.   Barb Cutler will put a 
notice to this effect in the June Guild newsletter.   
 

Annual Holiday Party: Danielle will announce during the June 
Guild meeting that the annual December holiday party will be 
a covered dish luncheon.   Members will be asked to bring a 
dish of their choosing and the Guild will furnish the meats.    
For those wishing to participate in the gift exchange, the 
theme of this years exchange will be aprons.    During the 
meeting, ORT jars will be a make and take project.    
 

The next meeting is Thursday, July 9th, 10:00 a.m. at the East 
Cobb Government Center.
