Executive Committee Meeting Minutes 

East Cobb Quiltersô Guild 

May 21, 2010 

 

The meeting was called to order by President, Pat Allen, at 9:58 am.  In attendance were Officers :  Pat Allen, Robin Meyer, Pam Cornutt, Carolyn Pow-

ers, Dee Williams, Peggy Hazell; and Committee Chairpersons:  Melinda Fulkerson, Lynda Bussolari, Dianne Cannestra, Olwynne Crampton, Marty 

Young, Bette Martell, Helena Krapp, Bella Bamert, Libby Lowe, Colleen Olsen, Nancy Hutchison, Barb Cutler, Danielle Morgan, Lila Scott. 

Old Business:     

Laptop computer:  As discussed at the March Executive Council meeting, a proposal was made to consider the purchase of a laptop computer, 

projector and related software for use with guest lecturers and other Guild business.   Discussion was held with several objections by Executive Com-

mittee members; a vote was cast and the proposal for this purchase was defeated 14 to 6. 

Donations to the National Quilt Museum, Georgia Quilt Council and Alliance for American Quilts were mailed in the spring and thank you notes 

from these organizations were read to the group. 

The possibility of promoting quilting arts with children was again discussed, this time with an emphasis on youth groups such  as The Boys/Girls 

Clubs or similar after -school programs.  EC members were enthusiastic in pursuing this possibility and Pat Allen will research the details. 

New Business and Committee Reports:  

Treasurer Carolyn Powers reported a total of $68,483.52 in all Guild bank accounts.  

Programs:  Pam Cornutt has signed contracts with speakers for the remainder of 2010 and some for 2011.  Her goal is to have all 2011 programs estab-

lished by the end of this calendar year.  Discussion was held on whether to continue having classes on two days.  It was suggested that we might con-

sider having only one class, but to alternate between Thursdays and Saturdays so that those with work conflicts will continue to have an opportunity to 

participate in some of the classes. 

The Southeast Fiber Arts Council:  Pam Cornutt indicates that this new Council is still in the formative stages and has not yet selected a location for 

their meetings and classes. 

The Treasury Review Committee consisting of Robin Meyer, Lynda Bussolari and Carolyn Powers met at the end of April to conduct an audit of the 

Guildôs financial records, processes and procedures.   This committee reports that the financial records are in order and that Carolyn Powers is in the 

process of writing a very detailed description of the Treasurerôs responsibilities. 

Membership :  Dee Williams reports that there are currently 242 members.  There was discussion on having a volunteer who can contact new members 

to welcome them and answer questions. 

Quilt Show :  Melinda Fulkerson indicates that her committee is ramping up for the next show to be held September 16-18, 2011.  They are currently 

working on registration guidelines and have established a timeline for registration by May 15, 2011. 

Bylaws Review Committee :  Robin Meyer and Danielle Morgan are working on refining and modernizing the verbiage of the Guild bylaws to be more 

reader-friendly and more pertinent to current Guild operations and procedures.  

Community Service :  Lynda Bussolari reports that she has lined up representatives from Conkerr Cancer and DFACS for the July program.  So far she 

has approximately 25 quilts and 235 pillowcases to be presented to those organizations and she will post reminders in upcoming newsletters and at the 

Guild meetings to remind members of due dates for this project. 

Bee Groups:  Dianne Cannestra reports that there are 11 active Bees with 2 open to new members; there are also 5 Bees that are no longer active.  The 

New Bees, which provides guidance to new Guild members, meets monthly at Tiny Stitches.  Currently this is a small group of approximately 5 mem-

bers. 

Marietta/Cobb Museum of Art Quilt Exhibit :  Robin Meyer is coordinating this exhibit to be held in the spring of 2011.  She conducted a brain-

storming session with EC members for possible titles for the Exhibit and will bring those suggestions back to her committee for review.  

Property/Storage :  Olwynne Crampton will be conducting an inventory of Guild property this summer.  She will tag items that are not working o r that 

need replacement. 

Library :  Marty Young would like to conduct monthly sales of books, patterns, fabric and related items at each Guild meeting rather that doing this 

only once a year.  Members were in agreement. 

Show and Tell:  Helena Krapp will streamline the process by requesting individuals to have quilt pictures taken prior to hanging them for display. 

Photographer :  Bella Bamert will assist with the Show and Tell photography and reports that her camera is back in working order.  

Bulletin Board :  Libby Lowe had nothing new to report for this activity.  

New Business:  President Pat Allen indicates that Officers and Chairpersons should have their suggested 2011 budgets ready by the August EC meeting.  

Treasurer Powers will send a form to itemize the current year expenses to assist with this process. 

 

The next meeting will be August 5; please mark your calendars now.  The meeting location has not yet been determined but members will be notified in 

advance of that meeting. 

The meeting was adjourned at 11:52 a.m.
