Quick Tip to Prevent Fraying 

If you prewash your fabrics by machine, you have probably suffered 
through the tangle of excess threads that sometimes pull away from 
the cut edges. Try this trick to help cut down on this problem--open 
the cut of fabric out flat and trim a small (1/2") triangle from each cor-
ner. Wash as usual, and prepare to be pleasantly surprised at the lack 
of tangled threads.

Once authorization for the expense is obtained, Carolyn will 
process a reimbursement to the individual. 

Community Service:  Lynda Bussolari reports that two placemats and one quilt were donated this month.  Lynda will be out of town for the 
March meeting and asked that any new donations be held until April. 

Webmaster Report:  Barb Cutler reminded members to check their emails for Guild notices.  She also encouraged members to utilize the web-
site in order to take full advantage of its features including links to forms, resources, committee and Guild activity.  There is also the capability 
of updating personal information plus an archive for pictures. 

Program Committee:  Pam Cornutt indicates that there is still space for classes by Susan B. Knapp, the March 26 speaker.  Classes will be held 
on Thursday, March 25, and Saturday, March 27; details and registration forms are on the Guild website.  Pam is still hopeful that Paula Nadel-
stern will be able to attend the April meeting as lecturer and teacher; she will follow through with updates as soon as they are available. 

Georgia Quilt Council:  Phyllis Schiwal reports that the Georgia Quilt Council Spring Conference will be held on Saturday, March 20, in Tifton 
with quilt classes to be offered there as well as in several other locations.  For those who cannot travel to Tifton, two classes will be held in the 
Atlanta area at the Peachtree Library on March 17 and the NE Baptist Church on March 18.  The Georgia Quilt Council website has all details 
and there is a link on the ECQG website. 

Hospitality:  Peg Johns indicates there is one guest in attendance today.   

Membership:  Dee Williams reported that 87 members are in attendance at the February meeting, with one new member joining today.  The 
Guild membership now totals 218.  Directories and membership cards are available for pick up at today‘s meeting and 21 directories were deliv-
ered by email within the last week. 

Golden Scissors:  Nancy Hutchison presented Golden Scissors awards to Verna Goshen, Chris Wilbur and Susan Brady.  Verna also received the 
Golden Thimble award for her hand quilting. 

Show and Tell:  Helena Krapp hosted a lively presentation of completed quilts from 21 members, as well as charity quilts from the Meanderer 
Bee group. 

Job Fair:  Committee Chairpersons held a Job Fair during the break where they recruited members to assist with their 2010 committee func-
tions.  President Pat Allen encouraged members to sign up for activities in order to keep the Guild running smoothly, as well as a way to become 
better acquainted with fellow members. 

Door Prizes were awarded to Pam Cornutt and Debby Stefanini.   

Challenge Quilts 2010:  The February program was the presentation of Challenge Quilts which was hosted by Lila Scott.  This year‘s theme was 
―Name Your Season‖ featuring the pinwheel block.  In the large quilt category, quilts were presented by Pat Harned, Pat Kilmark, Jan Cunning-
ham and Kathy Baringhaus.  Because we did not have the required minimum number of quilts to meet AQS requirements, none will be submit-
ted this year.  

Small quilts were presented by Pat Allen, Gretchen Blake, Lila Scott, Marge Levine, Amanda Smallwood, Tami Opland, Nancy Hutchison and 
Beth Brady.  The small quilts will be available to travel to Georgia quilt guilds upon request.  Lila will notify the Georgia guilds of their availabil-
ity. 

  Challenge Quilts 2011:  Danielle Morgan presented the 2011 challenge theme of ―You‘re My Best Friend‖ indicating that the theme can take 
many directions and can be completed either by individuals or small teams.  The challenge quilts will be due in the Spring of 2011.  Complete 
rules and details on the 2011 Challenge Quilt Program will be posted on the ECQG website. 

Announcements:  Pam Villers, a guest at the January meeting, reports that her church organization collected enough for 2 ½ trailers of donated 
goods for the Haitian earthquake relief fund.  She sends her thanks to those ECQG members who made donations.  

Peggy Hazell, Secretary, asked that those making motions on the floor for Guild business please also state their name so that all action can be 
recorded accurately for the minutes. 

The March 26 meeting will be held at LaSallette Hall.  This building is across Bishop Lake Road from our normal location. Since there is very 
limited parking at this building, please park in the regular church lot and walk across the street.  

The meeting was adjourned at 11:23 a.m.
