Piped bindings add spark and a professional finish to any 
style piece.  Student will work on their practice piece to achieve making perfect pip-
ing, preparing the quilt, applying binding, mitering corners, 
joining tails, and finishing for a show -quality back. 

 At the guild meeting on Friday, June 25, Susan will 
be giving her lecture, ñOn with the Showò.  Learn of the spe-
cial details in each piece that makes it unique and get a 
close-up look at these award-winners and the quilts leading 
up to them.  Hear the ridiculous stories of panic and elation 
involved in creating these quilts.

And 

the meeting on July 30 will feature the Guildôs Community Service programs where quilts and pillowcases  donated by guild 

members will be presented to local service organizations. 

Janice Kuhns stated that she has kits available for those who wish to help piece the basket blocks for the quilt being donated to 

the Georgia Quilt Council.  Interested parties were invited to sign up during the break.  

Betty Roark spoke on behalf of the Bee Coordinator, Dianne Cannestra, inviting all New Beeôs to a meeting the second Monday 

of the month at Tiny Stitches.  The meeting is open to all members who do not currently belong to a Bee. 

The Community Service committee has collected several quilts and pillowcases, reported Chairperson Lynda Bussolari.  Ap-

proximately 200 pillowcases were donated today alone.  The items are for DFACS and Conker Cancer and distribution to these 

organizations will be at the July meeting.  Placemats are also being accepted for Meals on Wheels, with distribution of those 

items later in the fall.  

Attendance and membership:  Peg Johns welcomed 9 guests and Dee Williams reports that there are 110 members in atten-

dance at todayôs meeting.  Total guild membership is now at 242 with several renewals being processed today. 

 

Door prizes were presented by Vickie Lord with a reminder that tickets are free this year. Be sure to place your name in the box 

as you enter each meeting. 

 

Colleen Olsen introduced Aprilôs Mystery Quilter as Pat Kilmark.  A different guild member is featured as a Mystery Quilter 

each month in the newsletter, so be sure to read the newsletter to learn more about fellow members as well as guild activities. 

 

Carolyn Powers awarded 3 Golden Scissors and Helena Krapp hosted Show and Tell with 15 members displaying their creative 

works.  Jan Cunningham was recognized for winning a third place ribbon at the AQS Quilt Show in Paducah in the Bed Quilts ï 

Longarm Quilting category (quilting by Shannon Baker).  

 

Todayôs program on ñSymmetry and Surpriseò was presented by Paula Nadelstern who brought some of her famous kaleido-

scope quilts and lectured on the history of her quilting career as well as her special design and color techniques.

Ever wonder what to do with all the quilts youôve made that donôt have a prime spot in your 

home or heart?  Robin Meyer answered that question, with the help of a friend.  For several 

years, Jackie and Joe Taylor had been urging Robin to hold a quilt show, which sounded  

way too egotistical to Robin, who doesnôt consider herself an artist, but rather a reasonably 

competent stitcher.  Jackie got Robinôs attention, though, when she suggested that the pro-

ceeds go to charity.  Robin immediately agreed and selected CaringWorks, Inc. as the recipi-

ent of the sale proceeds.  CaringWorks provides afterschool programs for low income chil-

dren and a variety of supportive services to other at-risk populations.  

The sale, held on March 7 at the Taylorôs home in Buckhead was a great success!  Thirty-six 

quilts found new homes, and Robin donated $3,200 to CaringWorks.  It was great fun to 

see people react to the quilts and take them home, making room at Robinôs house for more!
